REGARDING:  Reminder of Property Owner Responsibilities 

1. The Town of Milladore needs your assistance in removing leaning trees over the roadway.   Please monitor your property line for dead trees and trees whose roots have started to pull out of the ground from heavy rains.  Specifically, after a heavy rain or storm, check your property lines for trees that have sustained damage.  Also, please monitor how close to the ditch you are planting crops.  State statute defines our roadway as 33 feet from the center of the road going left and right.

2. Please do not push snow or debris into or on the roadway.  If you are pushing snow through & past the roadway into an open field, please push the snow 33 feet from the center of the road.  Wisconsin State Statute 346.94(5) prohibits anyone from placing or causing to be placed upon a highway any foreign substance which is or may be injurious to any vehicle.  This includes snow that has frozen solid.  The penalty for violating this statute is $50 for each offense.  Additionally, State Statute 86.022 makes it a misdemeanor punishable by fine to place any obstruction in a road ditch which will impede drainage.  Please do not fill the ditch with compacted snow.
3. At the November Supervisor meeting a 5-year plan for buildings, equipment and roads was presented.  This is a fluid document and can be greatly impacted by inclement weather, if you would like a copy, please email the Chair or Clerk.  The amount of money spent on snow removal impacts the amount of money that can be spent on improving roads.  In November, we voted to purchase a CASE 721 G End Loader to remove snow, and grading roads. The cost of this machine is $231,000. We are working to secure financing at this time. There are three CDs that will be used when they come due. 
4. Bridges and culverts are being reviewed and inspected. We have requested the county’s assistance in inspecting our bridges.  We are unable to find records of when bridge/culvert inspections were previously conducted.

5. We are grateful for the Sherry Volunteer Fire Department and the Auburndale Joint Fire and Rescue Fire Departments who serve the Town of Milladore.  Our goal is to share our limited resources in an equitable manner.  If you have concerns, please contact the chair directly or attend a supervisory meeting the first Sunday of the month at 6:30pm at the town hall.
6. Thank you to everyone who has supported me as your town chair.  I know I am asking difficult questions and challenging the status quo in hopes of having the resources available to us work harder for you, our citizens.  We have an excellent board and staff who work with us to keep expenditures as minimal as possible to keep your tax levy unchanged.  This is your town, and I am here to serve you.  Please continue to ask questions of me or any of the supervisors as they arise.  Thank you
