Town of Milladore

June 4, 2017
The regular monthly meeting of the town board was called to order May 7, 2017 at 6:30pm at the Milladore Town Hall.

After the Pledge of Allegiance to the US flag, roll call found all members present. The minutes of the previous town meeting were read. Hank Nigh moved to accept the minutes as read. Second by Leon Kundinger. Motion carried. The Treasurer’s report was reviewed. Leon Kundinger moved to accept and Hank Nigh was the second. Motion carried.
Bids that were received were opened with the following results:

For brush cutting one bid was received from JJ’s Brush Cutting Service, LLC. Bid for mowing roadside grass will be $65.00 per hour and any brush mowing will be $75.00 per hour. Total bid for $7,605.00 includes two passes in early June or July then in the fall three or four passes. Hank Nigh moved to accept this bid; Leon Kundinger seconded it. Motion carried.

For road base bids were received from Becker Trucking & Excavating, Inc. and Red Rock Granite, Inc. The bid from Becker was $8.72 to $8.82 per ton, while the bid from Red Rock was $9.18 per ton. Hank Nigh moved that we accept the bid from Becker; Leon Kundinger seconded. Motion passed.

Two bids were submitted for granite. Red Rock Granite, Inc bid $7.98 per cubic yard. Ladick Road Materials, Inc bid $7.87 per cubic yard. Both bids were to be delivered anywhere in the town. Hank Nigh moved we accept the bid from Ladick; Leon Kundinger seconded. Motion passed.
A quote of $4000 for Wood County was received on proposed work on Brookside from County Road P to Trestik. Leon Kundinger made a motion to accept the bid, which was seconded by Hank Nigh. Motion carried.
One bid was received from Wisconsin Salt Solutions for dust abatement at a cost of $1.035 per gallon with beet juice rust inhibitor and road binder alled at $.12 cents per gallon. Hank Nigh made a motion we use calcium chloride with beet juice added. Leon Kundinger seconded. Motion carried.

There was only one bid of $1200 from Adam Haffenbredl for the truck. Leon Kundinger moved to accept the bid with Hank Nigh’s seconded. Motion carried

There was a motion made by Hank Nigh to appoint Ken Manlick as Deputy Clerk. There was a second from Leon Kundinger. Motion carried.

Discussion followed on the repair of the roof and road base needs. No action was taken at this meeting.
