The regular monthly meeting of the town board of supervisors was called to order November 4, 2018 at 6:30pm at the Milladore Town Hall. After the Pledge of Allegiance to the US flag, roll call found Ken Manlick absent.

Hank Nigh moved to go to the budget meeting. With a second from Leon Kundinger the motion passed. The proposed 2019 budget was reviewed as printed in the Marshfield News Herald. Paul Ruesch moved to accept as presented with a second from Ron Koziczkowski. Motion was passed by the electors present.
Ron Koziczkowski moved to approve total highway expenditures for 2019 pursuant to Section 82.03 of Wisconsin Statutes. Paul Ruesch was the second and the motion carried. Paul Ruesch moved to approve the 2019 tax levy to be collected in 2020 pursuant to Section 60.10(1)(a) of Wisconsin Statutes. Ron Kozcizkowski was the second and the motion passed. Leon Kundinger moved to approve a resolution (if needed) endorsing a town board resolution to exceed the state levy limit under Section 66.0602. Ron Kozcizkowski was the second and it passed. Russ Haffenbredl moved to close the budget meeting. Leon Kundinger was the second and it carried with a voice vote.


 The minutes of the previous town meeting were read. Leon Kundinger moved to accept the minutes as read. Hank Nigh was the second and the motion carried.
The financial report was reviewed and accepted with a motion by Hank Nigh. Leon Kundinger seconded the motion which carried.
Leon Kundinger moved to approve the certified survey map for Brian Aschenbrenner which was presented at the meeting. Hank Nigh was the second and the motion passed. The Municipal Review form was signed by Chairman Haffenbredl and given to the clerk to send in the mail.

Communication sent to the clerk dealing with the following was reviewed:

Information about the election on November 6

Notification that Wood County now owns the property that was Dwayne & Denise Fulk’s.

WE Energies forms were reviewed for the gas line needed for the new furnace.

January 1, 2018 population is at 679, up three from 2017.

Central Housing has a grant program for those in Wood Cty that qualify to fix their home.

No action was necessary for these items.
An inquiry was made about posting the agenda on the web site before the meeting. The agenda is posted in three places and anyone can contact the clerk to have that agenda sent by e-mail to them. At this time Paul Ruesch is the only Town of Milladore elector that receives an e-copy.

Leon Kundinger moved to pay the bills. Hank Nigh seconded it and it carried.

There was a motion to adjourn from Leon Kundinger, with a second from Hank Nigh the motion passed.
